One of the biggest events and most profitable to all Catholic Schools is the annual Catholic Schools Marathon.  This 
year’s marathon is quickly approaching.  Held at several different sites throughout the state, this is probably the largest 
joint Catholic School event in the state.  The Walkathon is a long-standing tradition that is intended to be a fun family 
outing to increase awareness of Catholic Schools, build community spirit and to raise funds to directly and positively im-
pact Catholic Education and specifically St. James, which receives 100% of all funds raised by our families through this 
event.   
 

For any of you who have attended the Walkathon in past years, it is clear that some schools have a significant showing of 
families participating.  For some schools, this is their premiere fundraiser such as Holy Family School in Fairfield.  Holy 
Family raised $44,000 last year thro.gh this event alone.  Can you imagine the wonderful benefit this kind of participation 
could mean to St. James?   
 

As many of you know, these are challenging economic times for many families and the impact of this crunch has hit our 
school.  There is however, a great deal that can be done and the we hope that every single family in school will rise to the 
challenge and TAKE A WALK FOR YOUR SCHOOL.  If each family raises $200in pledges, this would generate over $52,000 
in direct revenue for our school.  All we ask is that everyone do what you can to pitch-in because this one event could allow 
us to maintain the level of excellence and quality of education that you have come to expect & want for your children!

Bring the attached pledge form with you and have them pledge a flat donation, which may be collected at that time.  
This alleviates the need to go back and collect the money after the marathon.  Please have all checks made out to St. 
James School. (Remember to ask your company about matching contributions.) Please turn-in your pledge sheets & 
donations no later than October 31st, 2008. 

3. COME PREPARED AND SHOW YOUR SPIRIT—Join us.  Bring family, friends & neighbors.  Students can wear their St. 
James sweat pants or sweatshirt to show school spirit or wear our school colors of green and white. The walk is on 
RAIN OR SHINE.  

4. SIGN-IN— Arrive between noon and 1:00 (the walk begins promptly at 1:00 p.m.) and sign-in at the St. James booth.. 
Additional waiver forms will be available at the booth if necessary. 

5. PRAY FOR SUN  - Come early — bring a brown bag lunch and picnic with friends beforehand.  Tailgating is permitted.
